Chairman’s Report:

Anne Lucas welcomed attendees and reminded everyone of the area’s year.
“We were able to run our winter show, although the first attempt had to be postponed, and it did get very windy on the day. We then had to cancel our spring show due to lock down.

“In August we ran a lockdown show. It was run in one ring and with special provisions for reducing contact and meeting. It was really relaxed an enjoyable. With no qualifiers it really put the fun in to showing.

“We ran popular clinics with Matthew Lawrence, Sam Roberts, Sam Darlington and Keely Harrison. Even those had their problems as the first one had to be cancelled due to the equine herpes outbreak.

“The area came together in lockdown for the loo roll challenge. Lots of people joined in and did a fantastic job. At the time of speaking it has had over 4600 viewings. Everyone put in so much effort. IT makes me feel proud just watching it.

“There has been plenty to see with our small people progressing and our bigger people going out doing well show jumping, in dressage and eventing – also pony racing.

“These have been strange times without big qualifying shows. At the moment we have no idea what will happen next year. I hope we will all meet up next year. Thank you to the committee and everyone who has helped out this year.”

Treasurers report

There was a surplus. In 2019 there was a loss of £1150 from activities. 
This year the loss was less - £509. 
There was a small profit from the winter show. However overheads like insurance, bank charges, etc eat in to the income. Affiliation fees were all paid for the summer show. These would now be rolled over to 2021.
There is over £13,000 in the bank.

There will be new rules

· Body protectors must be worn in jumping phases of WHP classes. This may not be the case in HOYS qualifiers

· RI qualifiers on the flat will not use marks

· Any pony worked on a show ground must be entered in a class. Once a pony is entered it is covered by BSPS insurance
· The Best rider class is changing format. There will now be a class at the area open to all. The winner will qualify for the champs. Winners at smaller shows may come to the area.

Gold cup – these will focus on Burghley qualification. There will be regional qualifiers. The committee discussed holding a southern qualifier. Felbridge and Ardingly were considered as venues. A venue is expected to cost £1000. Entries probably £50. We considered adding other worker classes to increase entries and cover the costs of venue and jump hire.
Adding a HOYS qualifier would be ideal to draw entries. Anne/Lesley would look at asking for a HOYS qualifier (in the absence of county shows next year).

Dates were considered, and if South of England show is not on we would aim for that time. Another option would be to share the venue with NPS 20.

Bursary – the area was looking at offering a showing bursary to a member. Entries would be 500 words about showing and future plans, or similar. Further thought to be given to the prize and trainer.
Clinics – more clinics will be organised. Sam Roberts and Sam Darlington would be asked.

Training show – Lesley would look at running a show with one ring, probably an indoor school. She would ask about Hadlow and Bedgebury.
Catering trailer – Sophie’s trailer would be used where possible.
